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Feast of Atonement
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(Feast of Trumpets)
Pentecost
(Birth of Church)
Feast of Firstfruits 
(Resurrection Day)
I didn’t come up with this theory, but God brought it to mind yesterday.

Look at the above Menorah.  Think of the first three feasts on the right and see how Jesus fulfilled all these while on the earth.  

The middle candle represents the Pentecost, or the birth of the church.

Now start at the Feast of Tabernacles and go toward the middle, which is still Pentecost.

Rather than begin at Rosh Hoshanna, begin at Feast of Tabernacles.  This would be representative of the Rapture.

The Feast of Atonement would be representative of the Tribulation.

The Feast of Trumpets would represent the Second Coming of Christ, and the New Heaven and the New Earth.
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
