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The Tribulation is a two-part consecutive event. Part 1 is the tribulation of Israel during the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war. Part 2 is the tribulation of the entire World for 1,260 days or 42-months. Part 2 follows immediately after Part 1.

Why did God re-gather the Jewish people after they were dispersed among the Heathen/Gentile nations in 70 A.D. and re-establish Israel as a nation.
Ezekiel 36: 21 But I had pity for mine holy name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the heathen, whither they went. 22 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, thus saith the Lord God; I do not this for your sakes, O house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned among the heathen, whither ye went. 23 And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which ye have profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the Lord, saith the Lord God, when I shall be sanctified in you before their eyes. 24 For I will take you from among the heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and will bring you into your own land.
[bookmark: _Hlk524523680]Note: this re-gathering in unbelief and the re-establishment of Israel as a nation was not done for the sake of the Jewish people, rather it was done to sanctify God’s Holy name so the heathen nations would know that God is Lord.  General David Ben-Gurion declared that Israel was a nation on May 14, 1948. One day later the Arab confederacy attacked Israel on May 15, 1948.  With God’s help, Israel won this war and their independence in 9 months, 3 weeks and 2 days. The final armistice agreement was signed on 20 July 1949, which most likely fulfilled the Psalms 83 prophecy.
The Ezekiel 38 war between Gog and Israel
Revelation 6: 3 And when he had opened the second seal, I heard the second beast say, Come and see. 4 And there went out another horse that was red: and power was given to him that sat thereon to take peace from the earth, and that they should kill one another: and there was given unto him a great sword.
Note: The 10-day Ezekiel 38 war begins when Jesus opens the second seal.
Ezekiel 38: 4 And I will turn thee back, and put hooks into thy jaws, and I will bring thee forth, and all thine army, horses and horsemen, all of them clothed with all sorts of armour, even a great company with bucklers and shields, all of them handling swords: 
Note: It is God himself who brings Gog and his confederacy against Israel.
Ezekiel 38: 16 And thou shalt come up against my people of Israel, as a cloud to cover the land; it shall be in the latter days, and I will bring thee against my land, that the heathen may know me, when I shall be sanctified in thee, O Gog, before their eyes. 
Note: The heathen/Gentile believers will see with their own eyes the shortened 10-day Ezekiel 38 war. See Mathew 24:22 and Mark 13:20.
Ezekiel 38:18 And it shall come to pass at the same time when Gog shall come against the land of Israel, saith the Lord God, that my fury shall come up in my face.
Ezekiel 38:23 Thus will I magnify myself, and sanctify myself; and I will be known in the eyes of many nations, and they shall know that I am the Lord.
Note: Nations refer to the Gentile/heathen nations.  The believers in these nations will see with their own eyes the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war. The start of the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war is our sign that the rapture is only 10 days away. 
Revelation 2:10 Fear none of those things which thou shalt suffer: behold, the devil shall cast some of you into prison, that ye may be tried; and ye shall have tribulation ten days: be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life.
Note: The crown of life is only given on the day of the rapture. All true believers will receive their crown of life on that day.
Luke’s and Mark’s description of the Ezekiel 38 war
Luke 21: 20 And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof is nigh. 21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto. 22 For these be the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled. 23 But woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck, in those days! for there shall be great distress in the land, and wrath upon this people.
Note: This is referring to the Ezekiel 38 war. It is God who is going to take out his vengeance against Israel and the Jewish people in Israel.  Day 1 of the Ezekiel 38 war is our sign that our redemption draweth nigh. See Luke 21:28 below.
Luke 21: 28 And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh. 
Note: The corruptible and mortal bodies of the born-again believers will be redeemed for glorified uncorruptible, immortal bodies at the rapture.
Luke 23:28 But Jesus turning unto them said, Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but weep for yourselves, and for your children. 29 For, behold, the days are coming, in the which they shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bare, and the paps which never gave suck. 31 For if they do these things in a green tree, what shall be done in the dry? 
Note: This is the last prophecy in the bible given by Jesus. The green wood represents freshly cut wood containing a lot of moisture. The cross that Jesus was crucified on was made from green wood. After 2,000 years that green wood is now dry wood. Therefore, Jesus is telling the Jews that you are going to crucify me on a cross made from green wood. And now this green wood has been drying for 2,000 years, and it’s my turn to take out my vengeance your descendants. The they are the decedents of Jewish people who rejected Jesus as their Messiah and the what shall be done is Jesus taking out his vengeance on Israel and the Jewish people during the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war where two-thirds (approximately 4 million) of the Jewish people in Israel will be killed.
Mark 13: 20 And except that the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh should be saved: but for the elect's sake, whom he hath chosen, he hath shortened the days.
Note: The elect are God’s chosen people, the Jews. Matthew 24:21-22 says the same thing as Mark 13:20. These verses are again referring to the 10-day shortened tribulation of Israel by Gog.  See Rev. 2:10.
Matthew 24: 28 For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together.
Note 1: Matthew 24:28 ends the Ezekiel 38 war. During this war, 2/3 or approximately 4 million Jews in Israel will be killed and 5/6th or 85 percent of Gog’s army will be killed on the mountains of Israel. 
The Rapture
Matthew 24: 29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days … 30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. 31 And he (Jesus) shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other. 
Note 1: Those days are referring to God’s 10-day tribulation of Israel during the Ezekiel 38 war which just ended in Matthew 24:28.
 Note 2: His elect in Matthew 24:31 refers to the Church. The elect in Matthew 24:22 and Mark 13:20 refers to God’s chosen people, the Jewish people.
Note 3: Immediately after the 10-day tribulation of Israel, four events occur at the same time: The 144,000 Jewish men are sealed, Michael and his angels defeats and kicks Satan and his angels out of Heaven to Earth, the rapture occurs and day 1 of the 1,260 day Great Tribulation of the entire World begins.  
Note 4: Verse 31 is the rapture.

Rapture verses in the Book of Revelation
Revelation 7: 9 After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands; 
Note: After this refers to the sealing of the 144,000 Jewish men. So, after the 144,000 are sealed, John sees a great multitude in Heaven holding palms in their hands. Why are they holding palms in their hands? What were the followers of Jesus holding when Jesus made his triumphal entry into Jerusalem on Nisan 10? 
Revelation 7: 14 And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. 
Note: This great multitude in Heaven is the raptured Church. They were never in tribulation during the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war and they were raptured to Heaven just before the 1,260-day tribulation of the entire world begins.
Revelation 12: 10 And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.
Note: This is speculation on my part, but I think it’s possible that Michael and his angels are warring with Satan and his angels in Heaven during the same 10-days that Jesus is tribulating Israel during the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war. Salvation and rapture are synonymous.  



Paul is the apostle of the Gentiles
Romans 11:13 For I (Paul) speak to you Gentiles, inasmuch as I am the apostle of the Gentiles

Where did Paul get the gospel he preached to the Gentiles?
Galatians 1:11 But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man. 12 For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.

Note: Paul preached the gospel of Grace. The gospel of Grace was written for the Gentiles. The gospel of Grace was only preached post crucifixion and post resurrection.  

1 Thessalonians 5:1 But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write unto you. 2 For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night. 3 For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape. 4 But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief. 
Note: Paul is telling all his brethren in Christ, including present day Christians that we are not to be in darkness because we have been told how to calculate when the Day of the Lord (the Tribulation) would begin.
 How to calculate the Day of the Lord – the Tribulation of Israel and then the entire world
Colossians 2:16 Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.
Note 1: The body of Christ is referring to Jesus at His Second Coming.
Note: 2 Paul is clearly telling us that the Second Coming of Jesus will occur on a Holy day, a Feast day which occurs on the new moon and on a sabbath. There are seven Holy Feasts. The first four have already been fulfilled and the 3 fall feasts (Trumpets, Atonement and Tabernacles) will be fulfilled in the future. Of the seven Holy Feasts, only one of them falls on a new moon, the Feast of Trumpets (Rosh Hashana), which occurs on Tishri 1 every year.
Note 3: The Book of Revelation tells us that the Church will be in Heaven for the same 1,260-days or 42 months that the antichrist impowered by Satan will be tribulation the entire world. 
Note 4: Paul in Colossians 2:16 has identified Tishri 1 as the month and day of the Second Coming. And John in Revelation 11:1-3, 12:6, 12:14 and 13:5 has identified that part 2 of the Tribulation is 1,260 days or 42 months long. These Revelation verses in note 4 are listed below. Therefore, using Tishri 1 as the date of the Second Coming, we can subtract 1,260-days or 42 months from Tishri 1 to determine the starting date of the Great tribulation. Tishri 1 minus 1,260 days or 42 months always falls on Nisan 10. Nisan 10 is the day Jesus rode the donkey into Jerusalem at His triumphal entry and was greeted by His followers holding palm branches. Zechariah 9:9 and Isaiah 62:11 were also fulfilled on Nisan 10 when Jesus rode the donkey into Jerusalem. Nisan 10 is also the day that Joshua delivered the Hebrew people to the promised land after crossing the Jordan. Jesus will deliver His Church to Heaven on Nisan 10. Nisan 10 is a very important date to God. 
Note 5: Therefore, the Second Coming will be fulfilled on the Feast of Trumpets on Tishri 1 of some year. And the rapture of the Church will occur on Nisan 10, 1,260-days or 42 months before the Second Coming. 
Note 6: Therefore, the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war begins on Nisan 1. Hosea 5:7 They have dealt treacherously against the Lord.........Now shall a New Moon devour them with their portions." 
Note 7. Israel treacherously crucified the Lord, and now His vengeance of judgment upon them will begin on the New Moon. There are exactly 42 new moons Nisan 1 to Tishri 1 42 months later. God is telling us the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war will begin on the new moon on Nisan 1.
Revelation 11:1 And there was given me a reed like unto a rod: and the angel stood, saying, Rise, and measure the temple of God, and the altar, and them that worship therein. 2 But the court which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two months.
Note: John is in Heaven when he is told to measure the temple and altar in Heaven but don’t measure the court because the raptured Gentile believers are given the court and they shall walk the streets of Jerusalem for 42 months or 1,260 days. So, while the raptured Gentile believers are in Heaven for 1,260 days, the antichrist, empowered by Satan will be tribulating the entire world for the same 1,260 days. 
Revelation 11: 3 And I will give power unto my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and threescore days, clothed in sackcloth.
Revelation 12:6 And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days.
Note 1: The woman in Revelation 12:6 is the Jewish remnant Judea.  See Zechariah 12:7, Luke 21:21 and Revelation 5:5.
Note 2: The Jewish remnant, the decedents of King David and Jesus, will flee to the mountains (Petra).
Note 3: Both King David and Jesus are from the tribe of Judah by lineage.
Revelation 12:14 And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.
Note:  Time, and times, and half a time equals 3 ½ years or 42 months or 1,260 days.
Revelation 13:5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.
THE JEWS COME FIRST IN BOTH SALVATION AND TRIBULATION
Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the Gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God unto salvation to everyone that believeth ; to the Jews first, and then also to the Gentiles.
Romans 2:9 Tribulation and anguish upon every soul of man that doeth evil; to the Jews fisrt, and then also to the Gentiles.
Note 1: God offered salvation to the Jews first, and after they rejected it God offered salvation to the Gentile world. Likewise, when God's tribulation judgment is parceled out it will also be to the Jew first and then subsequently to the Gentile world.  God will tribulate the Jews first during the 10-day Ezekiel 38 war and then immediately after the Ezekiel 38 war, God will tribulate all the Gentiles and Jews left behind after the rapture. This tribulation will begin on Nisan 10 and end 1,260 days or 42 months later on at the Second Coming on Tishri 1.   

Summary
· The future Tribulation is a two-part consecutive event. Part 1 is the tribulation of Israel for 10 days during the Ezekiel 38 war. Part 2 is the tribulation of the entire World for 1,260 days or 42 months.
· God is going to use Gog and Gog’s confederacy to tribulate Israel for 10-days during the Ezekiel 38 war. This war will begin on Nisan 1.
· God will seal the 144,000 Jewish men just prior to the rapture.
· The Woman in Revelation 12 is Jewish remnant who are decedents from the tribe of Judah in Judea.
· The rapture will occur on Nisan 10, after Michael has kicked Satan out of Heaven to Earth on Nisan 10.
· The 1,260-day tribulation of the entire world will begin on Nisan 10 after the Church has been raptured. The 1,260-day tribulation will end at the Second Coming of Christ on Tishri 1.
· While Satan and the Antichrist are tribulating those left behind on Earth for 1,260 days or 42 months, the Church will be in Heaven for those same 1, 260 days. 
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
